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This modification is to address the PLR discussion of PC CE2D-44 which proposes to add an exception for Ambulatory Care Facilities.


C405.2.8 Demand responsive lighting controls. Interior general lighting in group B, E, M, and S occupancies shall have demand responsive controls complying with Section C405.2.8.1 in not less than 75 percent of the interior floor area.
Exceptions:
1.	Where the combined interior floor area of group B, E, M, and S occupancies is less than 10,000 square feet (929 m2).
2. Buildings where a demand response signal is not available from a controlling entity other than the owner.
3. Parking garages
4. Ambulatory Care Facilities Spaces where direct patient care is provided. Such spaces are not counted toward the percent of interior floor area required to be controlled in C405.2.8. and not counted toward the qualifying interior floor area in C405.2.8 Exception 1.

Modification Reason Statement:
1. Excepts just spaces where direct patient care is provided, narrowing the scope from an entire ambulatory care facility and applies the exception to such spaces within any qualifying building type.
2. Clarifies that the indoor floor area where direct patient care is provided is not included in the percent of floor area required to be controlled.
3. Clarifies that the indoor floor area where direct patient care is provided is not included in the floor area which qualifies a building for the exception 1 of C405.2.8.
