CED1-145 – Modification?	Comment by Jay Crandell: At the last CE-Envelope meeting I think there was concern about coordinating the highlighted text – both of which deal with insulation installation for roof assemblies.  I’m not sure I understand what the concern is.  The deleted sentence below is redundant with reference to C402.2.1.  I think there are other proposals addressing other items in this section.

C503.2.1 . Insulation complying with Section C402.1 and Section C402.2.1, or an approved design that minimizes deviation from the insulation requirements, shall be provided for the following roof alterations:	Comment by Jay Crandell: Missing section title (errata) being addressed in other proposals (it was originally proposed to be “Roof alteration”, but other proposals are changing it to either “Roof-ceiling construction alterations” or “Roof, ceiling, and attic alterations”).


1. An alteration of roof-ceiling construction where there is no insulation above conditioned space.

2. Roof replacement for roofs with insulaiton entirely above deck.	Comment by Jay Crandell: Editorial misspelling (errata) being addressed in another proposal.

Exceptions: Where compliance with Section C402.1 cannot be met due to limiting conditions on an existing roof, an approved design shall be submitted with the following:
1. Construction documents that include a report by a registered design professional or other approved source documenting details of the limiting conditions affecting compliance with the insulation requirements.
2. Construction documents that include a roof design by a registered design professional or other approved source that minimizes deviation from the insulation requirements.

3. Conversion of unconditioned attic space into conditioned space.

4. Replacement of ceiling finishes exposing cavities or surfaces of the roof-ceiling construction.

Insulation shall be installed in accordance with the requirements of Sections C402.2.1.2 through C402.2.1.5.	Comment by Jay Crandell: Deleting this sentence is all that the original proposal was doing.

Reason: The deleted sentence is redundant with requirements already referenced in the charging language of Section C503.2.1. It also was not included as part of CEPI-221 which updated this section.

Cost Impact: The code change proposal will neither increase nor decrease the cost of construction.
This proposal is a clean-up and removes redundant text without any technical or cost impact.
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
