Add new definitions as follows:
PARKING AREA, INTERIOR.  Parking areas, drive aisles, and ramps within a parking garage.
PARKING AREA, EXTERIOR.  Parking areas, drive aisles and ramps located on grade, or on a roof.

C405.2 Lighting controls. Lighting systems in interior parking areas shall be provided with controls that comply with C405.2.9.  All other lighting systems powered through the energy service for the building shall be provided with controls that comply with Sections C405.2.1 through C405.2.8.
Exceptions: Lighting controls are not required for the following:
1. Spaces where an automatic shutoff could endanger occupant safety or security.
2. Interior exit stairways, interior exit ramps and exit passageways.
3. Emergency lighting that is automatically off during normal operations.
4. Emergency lighting required by the International Building Code in exit access components which are not provided with fire alarm systems.
5. Up to 0.02 watts per square foot (0.06 W/m) of lighting in exit access components which are provided with fire alarm systems.
C405.2.8 Demand responsive lighting controls. Buildings shall have controls that are capable of automatically reducing general lighting power not less than 15 percent in response to a demand response signal…
C405.2.9 Interior parking area lighting control. Interior parking area lighting shall be controlled by an occupant sensor complying with Section C405.2.1.1 or a time-switch control complying with Section C405.2.2.1…..
