Greg Johnson said that this proposal addresses his issue in CED1-073.  Nick had a question about exceptions for emergency/egress lighting.  Michael Tillou said that Reid Hart would be good with the proposal and takes care of CED1-071.
Jon moved to approve and send to the full committee and refer the proposal to the modeling committee.  Bryan seconded the motion.  Motion passed 13-0-0 chair not voting.

Jon M. discussed the revised proposal.  Steve R and Greg J had questions and suggested edits.  Several changes were made.  Steve R asked about the sampling (7 out of 8 spaces and 7 out of 70 spaces to meet the sampling requirements).
Jon M. moved to approve the modified proposal to the full committee and refer the proposal to the modeling committee.  Harold seconded the motion.  Motion passed 11-0-2 chair not voting.
Reason:  This proposal reduces the cost of the measure while not reducing energy savings.

· L03 Additional Occupant Sensors
· L03 Occupant sensors committee proposal – Harold Jepsen
Harold discussed the proposal.  There were questions about the new additions. They align with the lighting space by space tables.  Hope expressed concerns about requiring sensors in laboratories, which may be doing sensitive work with chemicals.  A straw vote was taken about laboratories sensors in base code or additional energy efficiency credits or neither.  5 said base code, 7 said additional efficiency, and 2 abstained.  Labs were moved.
Harold moved the proposal as modified to send to the full committee and refer to the modeling committee.  Bryan seconded.  It was approved 13-0-0 chair not voting. 
Reason:  Improves efficiency of the base code and aligns the additional efficiency credit requirements. See expanded reason statement for more detailed explanation.
· Lighting Power Densities
· CED1-075-22 Delete hotel lobby lighting power allowance – Glenn Heinmiller
[bookmark: _Hlk122347869]Glenn led the discussion about what the proper LPD for hotel lobbies should be.  In 90.1-2022, it will be 0.48 W / ft2.  Under this proposal, the value will be 0.80 W / ft2 (in the “otherwise” category).  In CA Title 24, the allowance is 0.70.  Jon M moved to approve as submitted to send to the full committee.  Steve Rosenstock seconded.  It was approved 9-0-2 chair not voting.
Reason:  This will allow hotel lobbies to match the requirements of other lobbies, as the lighting requirements are similar.

· CED1-076-22 Additional lighting power allowance – Jonathan McHugh
Jon explained the proposal.  There was a question about “specifically highlighting merchandise” and “spillover” lighting, and would that cause confusion.  Glenn had a question about the language in #2, and said it is confusing since they are not options, but requirements in certain spaces.  Edits were made to the proposal to clarify it.  Jon moved to approve as modified to send to the full committee.  Anthony seconded.  It passed on a vote of 9-0-1, chair not voting.  
Reason:  This proposal clarifies the existing requirements of the section.  This has no impact on cost.

· CED1-066-22 Parking garage controls – Jack Bailey
Jack discussed the proposal.  This is designed to be an editorial change to clarify the requirements.  There was discussion about the term “interior parking area” and updating a section reference (C405.2.1.1 - modify the exception to remove the reference to interior parking areas).  
There were more discussions, and it was decided to table this until January 23.

Production levels, production capacity, or product inventories;

Current or potential bids for provision of particular products or services;

Plans pertaining to the development, production, distribution, marketing, or introduction dates of particular products, including proposed marketing territories and potential customers;

Terms on which any ICC Participant will or will not deal with particular competitors, suppliers, distributors, or customers;

Allocation of customers, markets or territories.

Non-public information regarding market shares.
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Antitrust compliance

Guiding Principles

Avoid activities that harm competition

Avoid improper sharing of information

Avoid spill over collusion

With Respect to Pricing:

Focus on publicly available pricing

Speak in terms of generality

Use averages

Avoid naming specific manufacturers











Meeting conduct (cont.)

Identification of Representation / Conflict of Interest (CP#7 Section 5.1.10)

“A committee member shall withdraw from and take no part in those matters with which the committee member has an undisclosed financial, business, or property interest.”

It is okay to represent a certain interest, consult, or do work in a certain area – that’s why you are here, to represent different viewpoints and share your expertise.  It just must be disclosed.

If a proposal overlaps work you do with an employee or clients, disclose it, even if you are not directly representing them on that proposal.  Transparency is the key.



ICC Code of Ethics

All participants shall “act in an ethical manner, comply with the ethical rules and regulations related to his or her profession, and avoid conflicts of interest” and “demonstrate integrity, honesty, and fairness while participating in ICC activities.”
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How we will handle provisions that modify the same value

Ideally the PLR will only approve one proposal for each value. But in the event where PLR approves two proposals that have different value(s) on the same item (e.g., LPD for a space), the value(s) in the last action will prevail.



PLR will vote proposals in order.  

If PLR approves two different sets of values for the same item, the value in the last one we voted on will override the previous one.

Approved 8-7-1.  

Reason:  This proposal will increase the range of outdoor lighting covered with additional savings for the nation and apply the same requirements as lighting served through the building service.

CED1-67 withdrawn and CED1-68 and 65 table pending E4C outcome on CED1-69. 



CED1-70-22 lighting setback update to improve safety

Disapproved 9-4-0.  

Reason:  Approval of this public commitment would be a rollback in stringency for the currently accepted mentioned of exterior lighting control efficiency.  



CED1-81-22 IES recommendations 

Approved 12-0-1. 

Reason:  (The struck through language) does not provide energy savings and is unnecessary.  The language is not enforceable.



CED1-28-22 “initial” lumens per watt for dwelling units

Disapproved 11-1-1. 

Reason:  This is unnecessary and unenforceable. 



CED1-029-22 100% HE lighting for dwelling units.

Approved AM 11-2-1.  

Reason:  To provide consistency with the residential code for dwelling units and add an exception for very low wattage luminaires.
